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Sample term plan
To keep the children engaged, it is a good idea to vary the topics covered each week in the science club. However, some activities may take a longer time to complete and can be extended to 2 session. A visit to a science centre or museum will also be good motivation and experience for the children. However, if that is not possible, an outdoor activity will also be good just to get the children into a different environment. 
Week 1:
Activity on forces –

An activity that explores different types of bridges how they are supported. The children can be challenged to build their own bridge using various materials like paper or sticks.



Week 2:
Activity on forces – 

Extension of the previous activity- 
This week, the children can test out the bridge that they have built and discuss why some bridges can withstand more weight than others

Week 3:
Activity on materials – 
Discover what materials make a good umbrella and learn more about properties of materials.
Week 4:
Outdoor activity –


Let the children go to the playground and try to find minibeasts.
Week 5:
Activity on chemistry –
Create a crime scene where you allow the children to learn about chromatography while discovering the culprit who kidnapped the class pet.
Week 6:
Extension of previous activity – 
The crime scene story can be extended for the children to explore and discover more about fingerprints. Are all their fingerprints the same?

Week 7:
Activity on forces –
Have a rocket building competition. Let the children explore the factors involved in building a good rocket.

Week 8:
Outdoor activity –
Explore how dandelions grow and spread their seeds by taking a closer look at a dandelion.
